THE STATE AND INDIVIDUALS.
’EVERY house had hoisted the national flag;

everywhere triumphal arches were seen. The
Japan-China War was at an end and today His
Majesty, the Commander-in-Chief, was returning
from Hiroshima. A large crowd of people, old
and young, men and women, had gathered out-
side Shimbashi station, talking, laughing, scold-
ing. Flags of all colors—red, purple, white and
blue—each with the words “Welcome to ‘His |
Imperial Majesty” on them, were waving in the |
bright May sunshine. The spirit of patriotism |
and loyalty was in the air.

Suddenly three wagons loaded with straw tried |
to force their way through the crowd, but were
stopped by the shout of a policeman. I heard
a muttering of “What's this> Damn it, what
makes you so glad? What's this noise about?|
