China and en route to that country now, made the following statement
to one of our cditorial staff while a gucst at the Hotel Fairmont:

“Qur relations with China are developing daily and will continue to do
so. In developing ouvr intere
tain cur entente cordiale with Japan. The United States is fostering its
econsmic expansion in Chira and can go directly into the Chinece market,
but in many inctances it muct go to China through the Japanese market.

“When t: !
Japanese relations are not to be disregarded. In the relationships of Amc_n-
cans and Japancse the Pacific Ocean ought to be the Sca of Peace, as its
narme signifies. It is most foolich to allow any trouble in that quarter of
the globe. We must ail strive to develop trade peacefully.”

We cannot help but express our hearty concurrence in the idea ex-
pressed by Mr. Crane. en the Shantung problem becarne a great pub-
lic issue in America, Japan was blamed for everything. We feel that the
transcendinz reason for this was that come American capitalists considered
that in the cxplo‘tation of tiie Chinese markets it was necessary to counte-
nance come anti-Japanese movement in China in order to cxclude Japanese
raerchants frora the Chinese market.
