Hidesato was joyfully welcomed by Masakado,
who, after having entertained him in various ways,
invited him to a meal. While partaking of it
Masakado accidentally spilled a few grains of
rice from the bowl he was holding. In great ex-
citement he picked them up with the tips of his
fingers and hurriedly put them into his mouth.

Hidesato on observing this, reflected that Masa-
kado was evidently an undignified and heedless
sort of man who would never accomplish anything.
