¢ A Fair Roesolution.

AT A meeting of the Federated Trades Council, held August 31, the fol-
lowing resolution was passed: .
“Whereas, the Oriental question having become one of the burning
issues of the day, and, . .
“Whereas, propaganda is being spread by designing parties to the detri-
ment of labor as to its position in the matter; therefore, be it
“Resolved, That this council in regular session assembled does adopt
the four following points as Labor’s position:

(1) Absolute restriction of all alien immigration.

(2) No fight to be made upon any person or persons who are legal
residents of the United States.

(3) Organize all workers who are capable of taking a union man’s job.

(4) We do not favor the removal of the Oriental from land to the
industries.”

In its issue of September 13 The Japanese American News
ing on the above resolutions in Japanese, said:

Regarding the first point—restriction of all alien immigrants—we take
it this does not mean the exclusion of .Orientals alone, but of all immigrants
impartially. This, it seems to us, harmoni
dent Barrows of the University of California, as state commander of the
American Legion, that the right to hold land must be prohibited all aliens
and that only Americans shall have the privilege of holding land in this
country. This is a far better attitude than one of discrimination against
the Japanese.

The second point—“No fight to be made upon any person or persons
who are legal residents of the United States”—is indeed a fine sentiment.
Such anti-Japanese agitators as Senator Phelan and State Senator Inman
are persecuting the Japznese already in this country under the pretense of
combatting further increases of Japanese population. Strategically they are
harnessing the general sentiment of opposition to further increase of the
Japanese in this State, and with skill are driving their plan to have the
public indorse anti-Japanese bills. This is not in accord with the American
spirit, but will destroy the fundamental right of all foreign immigrants
entering this country lawfuily, living peacefully and carrying on a proper
business, to exist.

These immigrants should be vouchsafed the right to enjoy life pro-
tected by the laws of the land. That at least would reflect the traditional
spirit of this great republic.

The third point—“Organize all workers who are capable of taking a
union man’s job”—means, we take it, encouragement of organized labor
among the Japanese together with récognition of the right of Japanese to
join American labor unions. This, needless to say, is most desirable.

Finally—“We do not favor the removal of the Oriental from land to
the industries.” We have here a reasonable assertion for a trades union,
but if the right to hold land, right to cultivate the $oil under leasehold is
to be prohibited by law,
where. This might resu
skilled craftsmen.

It is both thinkable and reasonable that labor unions in various lines
of industry feel restive to a certain extent and consequently are opposed
to an initiative measure which would drive Japanese from farms,

Summarizing the four points, we find the resolution a labor union
document pure and simple., We can hardly understand why all the labor
unions in this State do not grasp the simple and very apparent fact that
while driven by race hatred and blind persecutign of the Japanese, they
are forgetting all about their own loss. Furthermore, it would seem that
the American Legion does not properly estimate the American spirit in
measuring patriotism by such a narrow gauge. Consequently, its members
easily are controlled by self-seeking politicians.

We hope all Californians will awake from their bad dream of anti-

OTH_the United States and Japanese governments in many instances

agree in their views concerning the Californian Japanese problem, but it
always has been hard to control the State of California. The proposed
exclusion of Japanese children from the public schools of San Francisco
and the California land law of 1913 were bright and shining examples. And
it seems to us that the impending initiative on the Japanese question will
Tun true to form.

When the proposition that Japanese children be excluded from the
schools of San Francisco was made the late Colonel Roosevelt, at that time
President, stepped into the ring with his “big stick” policy and the ques-
tion was settled by prohibiting Japanese coming to this country from
Hawaii. Which, of course, was not very profitablé to the Japanese side.

In the case of the 1913 land law legislation, President Wilson warned
the Legislature of California several times. Finally he sent Mr. Bryan,
who was then Secretary of State, to California. The Californians, standing
on an issue of state’s rights, kicked out all the advice.and proposals offered
by the federal government and passed the law which is in effect today.

From this it would appear that the State of California is standing out
against both the government of the United States and the government of
Japan, making chang h r it feels ch are necessary, and thus is
a sort of independent state. This statement, of course, bears in mind the
fact that in certain states the disposal of land is entirely outside of the
Constitution of the United States, as well as Japan’s treaty with the United
States government and other foreign powers. In other words, disgosition
of its lands is entirely within the rights of the State to determine.

If this amendment is to be made to the present law the same conflicts
and troubles with Japan and other powers that have gone before could
scarcely be avoided in the future. Regarding the present controversies
bétween the governments of the United States and Japan, the Japanese
government has agreed to bond its immigrants, or, if necessary, to amend
the “gentlemen’s agreement,” or even to enter upon a new declaration, in
order to assure Californians who are perpetually restive regarding increase
of Japanese population in America that there shall be no increase beyond
the natural increase by birth.

Presumably at the outset the United
States government, if agreeing to. Japan’s proposal, naturally will endeavor
to translate the proposal into actuality.

We do not think the proposed anti-Japanese initiative in California
can be stopped by any outside influence. The only means left is to defeat
this initiative by a majority vote. In other words, the Republican and
D atic parties, perating, must give warning to Californians, must
give them to understand the true meaning of the problem and show them
some other means of solution. Then let the majority of Californians—if
not all—vote down the initiative measure. It would not be easy, of course,
to secure the co-operation of the Republican and Democratic parties in any
ordinary emergency, but in this situation it is highly desirable. However,
if such a thing is impossible, let this initiative measure go through ‘as pro-
posed. Then some means will have to be found to make the initiative
powerless or ineffective.

As to how that is to be accomplished, it might be brought before the |

Supreme Court, as the measure is against the Constitution of the United
States. Or Japanese citizenship might be given to the Japanese, or some
other way be found to permit them to cultivate, hold and lease land in
order to protect their life industry .

We do not think there are any means besides these three. The first
expedient, namely, appeal to the Supreme Court, can be tried in either
case, but this means is not all-effective, for when the legislators of Cali-
fornia learn their laws are contrary to the Constitution of the United
States they will scarcely make amendments by making substitute laws.
Therefore the selection must be from the r ining two expedi

The third proposition is entirely dependent upon determination of the
federal government—whether it would do what it believes best for the sake
of justice and humanity: The problem also has a direct relation on how
much the Japanese government can influence the United States government
in imposing its will upon the State of California.
