'HE GREAT, sweeping victory of the Republican party in this election |
*® was generally looked for. But the victory won by Senator Harding ex-
ceeded all expectations. The Republican party had a foothold in the East-|
ern states, the Democratic party in the Southern states, but the party |
demarcations were not so apparent in the Middlewest and West. In this|
election, however, all these states showed a united Republican front, and this |

Looking over the political map of the United States, the Republican |
party may claim about two-thirds of the territory; one third belongs to the |

Democrats during the past seven years have been in- the saddle, first of |
all because of the internal troubles of the Republican party, such as the
bolt of the late Theodore Roosevelt in 1912, when he formed his national |
Progressive party. During the last preceding election, in 1916, the Européan |
war brought a peculiar situation into United States politics that helped ¢he |
Democrats win their victory. !

The main issue in this election was the League of Nations and the!
attitude of Harding and Cox toward the League of Nations. It had been|
expected that the Democratic party would be defeated, but, on account of
the strong fight waged by Governor Cox, very few expected the defeat
would be so decisive.

But, no matter what the reason, the Democratic party is defeated.
Consequently, speaking formally, the League of Nations issue was defeated. |
In other words, the principles of America first and the protective tariff won. |

Examining minutely, however, the causes of this defeat, we can hardly |
say that the League of Nations was defeated and the principle of America |
first won. Radical opponents of the League of Nations were defeated at|
Chicago when the Republican national convention was held and the Re-
publican party drafted its platform. At that time the issue was not de-|
cisive. |

Now the outlook is more than gray. Large numbers have subscribed !
to the reservations of Taft, Root, Hughes and others of the party. The|

American people have placed their faith in the Republican party, believing |
that it will place restrictions on Article X of the League covenant, to the
end that other nations will not interfere with the sovereign rights of this
country. In that way they can maintain the peace of the world and make
some contribution to the world's welfare. In other words, the people have
not put their trust in the League of Nations but in the Republican party,
and that is the reason for the latter’s degisive victory. i

If this League of Nations issue had been submitted to the people by |
itself, without any other issues, the Harding versus Cox fight would not |
have been the same as in this election. Indeed, the result might have ‘been |
the very opposite.

The reasons for the defeat of the Democrats this year, we might say,
were as follows .

First: The Democratic, party is historically the minority party.

Second: During the past two administrations the people have tired
of the Democrats and wanted a change. i

Third: Ever since the Armistice an economic unrest has prevailed,
and the people have believed, perhaps unconsciously, that this sifuation

. might be changed by a change in administration from Democratic to Re-
publican. 3

Fourth: The conventional Monroe doctrine still is dee
the American mind and controls American action.

. Fifth: The people in general believe it is safe to turn the administra-
tion of the government over to the Republican party to manage the after-
the-war situation.

These five reasons might be counted as the main reasons why the
people de.sertcd the‘ Democrats and went over to the Republicans.

In view of this detailed psychological analysis Senator Harding is‘
indeed fortunate in having secured such an overwhelming majority, sending |
him to the White House March 4 next. |
