JAPAN'S OIL PROBLEM.

APAN PRODUCES SOME OIL, but the pro-

dugtion is far from meeting the home demand.
She has to depend upon other countries for petro-

source of supply for mineral oils. Last year Japan
imported kerosene valued at $10,805,000, and of
this amount $9,186,000 worth came from America.
The demand for the products of crude petroleum
is increasing very rapidly in Japan, in common
with that of the rest of the world, but its produc-
tion has been decreasing steadily since 1916, in
spite of every effort made to increase production.
In 1916 the total production of crude oil was 125,
558,416 gallons; in 1917 it dropped to 119,576,223
gallons, and in 1918 it was 102,110,650 gallons. In
view of these facts, the Japanese government is
said to be contemplating making the petroleum in-
dustry a government monopoly. Whether that will
increase the production of petroleum is doubtful,
for its source is extremely limited.
