HERE ARE FEW COUNTRIES in the world where the voice of the|

people is not seriously taken into consideration in carrying out govern-
mental policies. Japan is no exception. |

American newspapers published a report yesterday from Japan, in head-|
Iines made up of characters large as one's fist, stating that 10,000 ]apaneid‘
had joined in a demonstration against the government and had moved on|
the Diet. The dispatch declared the opinion prevails in' Japan that the
downfall of the present government is not far off.

With demonstrations of this sort carried out by citizens of other coun-
tries, we certainly would expect to see a speedy change in government.
But Japan is different. A similar incident occurred in Tokyo about a month
ago, when more than 20,000 persons staged a strenuous demonstration
against the government at the time of pr ion and di ion of reso-
lutions impeaching the present government by the Kenseikai and the Ko-
kuminto, the opposition parties. The government party opposed passage
of the resolution.

What was the result? Nothing. The demonstration left no impress.
The incident was forgotten.

There is a bill before the Diet impeaching the government for alleged
mismanagement of the South Manchurian Railway. Out of the Diet has
come the open letter of Mr. Hirooka, prominent member of the Seiyukai,
charging that Baron Kato, head of the opposition party, received a sum of
money from a capitalist. These indications reveal the cyclonic movement
of politics in Japan. The newspaper report on the demonstration cabled
to this country is an epilogue to the drama, we fancy.

Persons having an insight into Japanese politics find little signifiicance
in this last demonstration. The cyclone passes and it is forgotten. It is
the general belief, however, that the present administration will not remain
in power much longer. This observation is based on the deadlock en-
countered by the government in the course of internal and foreign policies.

The best and only policy for the government to adopt right now, it
seems to us, is to evacuate its position and leave the ship of state to be
steered on a different course. But even if this change shall be made in the
near future, it will not be regarded, in Japan at least, as a result of the

RACE <AGITATION IS AS

OLD AS HISTORY.

CONTACT is the cause of conflict as well as of
concord and co-ordination. The present Jap-
anese question on the Pacific Coast of America is
but a phase of the troubles caused by the contact
of different peoples, repeatedly experienced in the
history of mankind.

In deriving lessons from past history we can
summarize the outcome of racial contact in
this way: extermination or expulsion of the one
or the other of the parties concerned, as in the

case of the Incas or of the Huns; subjugation or| gands of the cave the footprints of their little YOu time to fetch me a basin of hot water and

fusion of some sort or another, as in the case of
the Dravidians in India or of the Greeks in Bac-
tria; which, among the different outcomes, was
the most frequently experienced, can hardly be es-
timated with a numerical exactitude; but we may
safely, and perhaps in a very rough way, say that
history has witnessed an almost equal number
of such sorts of results.

One notable fact is that more or less amalgama-
tion or crossing has always been effected, even in
the cases of apparent extermination or expulsion;
and where is today in the world a race or nation
totally free from an influx of foreign blood, if not
to speak of the imported factors in their ideas,
customs, institutions or religious beliefs? Pure
race is a fiction and an uncontaminated nation-
ality or civilization is merely an idea or ideal.

Of course, a historian, a prophet looking back-
ward, can tell you what causes,—whether external
circumstances or racial characters or moral dis-
positions, have worked to produce different re-
sults in the respective cases of racial contact and
struggle. But the trouble is that few people, col-
lectively or individually, in the midst of whirl-
pools of conflicts and strifes, think and act with
a prophetic insight into the future of the prob-
lems perplexing and agitating them.

UNCHANGEABLE ENTITIES.

Note the attitude of the Californians toward
Asiatics. They insist on a “white” California and
yet open their doors to Mediterraneans who have
never been purely “white”. Their conception of
the “white” race is based on a mythico-geographi-

the utmost consideration. We expect, of course, the argument to be raised
that any meeting called by the opposition party does not always represent
the voice of the people. But the opposition party is a part of the body|
politic, and when hundreds have joined in a demonstration it cannot be|
said that they do not in the least represent the opinion of the people.” If
such argument holds water, then the government and the supporting party |
do not represent the people, either, because they are but a small part of
the whole population.

We recall the politics of the
masses, when the Yamamoto administration and naval mismanagement
were denounced, and again the concerted effort of the masses to obtain
an extension of suffrage. There are several demonstrations of the sort

On the other hand, however, we can never ignore
the immediate issues of race problems but we may
do full justice to all those factors therein in-
volved, such as the difference of colors, features,
facial expressions, modes of living, etc. Yet a
little more detached view may claim a part in
the perplexities. 1s not the history of the Medi-
terranean, for instance, a series of fusions and

Territorial officials declare
that inasmuch as the law demands of the foreign language school teacher
an understanding of English and a knowledge of America, it is proper for

Europe. Nevertheless, the law-makers

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.POSTAL RATES MAY GO UP.

A RADICAL INCREASE in all international
‘postal rates is forcast in a message received
in Tokyo from Madrid, where the International
Postal Union recently was in session. The rdtes
on printed matter and postal cards are to be
trebled and on letters to be doubled.

If the new scale goes into effect the rate on
letters  to foreign countries from the United
su&e,, ‘will be 10 cents for the first ounce instead
of 5 ‘cents as at present, and 6 cents for each
additiohal ounce instead of 3 cents; the rates on
postal cards will be 6 cents instead of 2 cents
as at present, and the rate on newspapers and
other printed matter will be 3 cents for each
ounce, instedd of 1 cent as at present.

This decision will, if approved by the general
office of the Union, be put into effect about April
of the present year.

The new rate scale will make it necessary to
change’ the color of stamps. The international
agreement calls for red stamps to be used for
postcards, blue for letters, and green for the de-
nominétion used on each two ounces of printed
matter. This means that the 10-cent stamps will
be changed to blue; the 6-cent stamps to red and
the 3-cent stamps to green in the United States,

Mankind may, or may not, cease to fight. But
we know that the motives and methods of fight-
ing have changed from time to time, in the ages
of race making, of empire building, of feudal
atrife.

This I say not to
state a conclusion but to challenge thinking and
thoughtful people of all nations to a reconsidera-
tion of impending problems,

My points may seem to many people too acad-
emiec.  But is it not the privilege and the duty of
an “academic” man to call attention to those en-
tangled in immediate issues to a wider vista,
and, let me say, a loftier standpoint?
