¢ A Call for Careful Consideration.

The following is a liberal translation of an article published last Sun-
day in The ]epancse American News:

AN EVENING NEWSPAPER, the Bulletin, published in San Francisco,

has devised an outrageous scheme and seems bent upon creating a\

feeling of antagonism between Americans and J This
has camouflaged itsclf with a deep-anti-, japanese colormg for about a year

and has been publishing every manner of ‘article that is disadvantageous to
Japan and the Japanese.

l
We have seen this tendency manifested in a fiction story dealing with |

the Japanese, untrue and exaggerated, and @n countless defamatory reports;
with the result that a condition has been brought about that does not oper-|
ate for amity between Americans and Japanese.

In the present instance the newspaper has grasped at the opportunity
afforded by somewhat strained relations on the Yap controversy and now
holdly devotes itself to the fermentation of an Amencan-]apanese war, and, |
gncxdemally. to publishing slanderous reports concerning Japanese in Amer-/
ica.

As a means to its ends, thé newspaper takes extracts from news stories,
editorials, contributions and advertisements appearing in The Japanese
American News, the New World and the Great Northern Daily of Seattle,
emphasizing only what will serve their purpose and rendering incorrect
translations; so that the reader will be misled. By these means this news-
paper is trying to create among Americans in general a feeling of antagon-
ism toward the Japanese. And now it is announced they will publish a
translation of General Sato’s book, “If Japan and America Fight.”

We have our doubts as to how much reliance is > be placed upon the
®ranslation, since we have seen that the newspaper .a question has taken
only a paragraph out of a contributed article criticising this same book, and
has made it appear as though this was the argument advanced by the Jap-
anese press of America to mislcad their readers. Also, we know the transla-
tion of that paragraph was inaccurate.

What the public thinks of that newspaper is settled and there is no
need for further comment on that point. But there are two things we can-
not pass by. ' They are: First, the accusation that the local Japanese news-
papers are spreading a propaganda calculated to create a hatred against
America and Americans; and, second, that the purpose of General Sato’s
book is to spread the imperialism of Japan and that all Japanese in Califor-
nia are reading his work. Both are untrue.

The Japanese newspapers in California, each and every one of them,
are endeavoring in every manner to promote amxty of American-Japanese
relations and are. trying to i between Americans
and Japanese. They have never spread any propaganda in an effort to
create a feeling of hatred toward America and Americans.

There are many newspapers printed in English in Japan and China
which are printed for the purpose of creating a feeling of hatred toward
Japan and the Japanese, and there are some in Cahforma, among which the
Bulletin should be listed.” But all and in
the United States are stnvmg for amicable relatxons between the two
nations.

In discussing some of the numerous current events, perhaps, we have
expressed different opinions or feelings from those held by Americans. But
as. critics we must advance our arguments on a basis of conviction, pro-
claiming right to be right, or wrong to be wrong. That is the proper atti-
tude of a critic. There are, of course, occasions when we feel in common
with the rest of the Japanese on questnons concerning Japanese as a whole.
But this, in the cir idable condition.

Such a situatidn should never be classed with those undertakings of
anti-Japanese papers which , attack and agitate against Japan-
ese. Contrary to such practices, we are trying to bring about a feeling of
good will between Japanese and Americans.

The paid capital of all unochted banks in
Japan at the end of February amounted to 792-
059,250 yen, which was an increase by 1,050,000
yen over January’'s close. Their reserve funds
also reached 294,317,462 till the end of February,
according to the report from the Tokyo Bankers'
Clearing House, which was an increase by 714,
294 over the close of January.

The total of deposits reached 4,899,847,335 yen
till the close of TFebruary, which was an ln-
crease by 1,690,088 over January. Current ac-
counts, petty current accounts-and deposits at
notice registered decreases, but other forms of
deposit registered big gains which more than

offset the decreases in other deposits.

DEPRECIATION OF JAPANESE
FARM LANDS.

MARKED TENDE of decline in the

value of farm la has been mnoted. This
tendency is the consequence of the ab-
normal rise of land value during the war. The
present depreciation is more marked in the value
of upland farms than in that of paddy fields. In
1918 and 1919 the rising tide of farm values was
exceedingly notable and its peak was reached in
1920. * Towards the end of last year the soaring
tendency was arrested and heavy falls began.
At the close of the year the depreciation in
the value of paddy fields reached 15.9 per cent,
while that in upland fields reached 21.3 per cent.
| The average value of paddy fields was up to
|307 yen per ten (approximately a quarter of an
|acre) in 1913, w 1 fell off to 267 yen in 1915.

|In 1919 it rose to 706 yen. This wag the highest
;pvak ever reached. At the close o('lnst year it

away again to 594 yen. It is fuill continu-
ing to faell. The similar fall is also Witnessed in
the value of upland field. The average of the
value reached in 1913 was 165 yen per fan. In
1915 the figure fell off to 138 yen. In 1919 the
highest peak of 418 yen was reached. Then
general fall set in and the price stood at 329
yen at the end of last year.
