The New Policy.

The following is a frce translation of an editorial in Japanese published
in The Japanese American News last Tuesday:

hama five days ahead of her scheduled date for sailing, on the fhfteenth of
October, and that the delegates may be expected to arrive in Washington
not later than the last day of October.

The Japanese government has not determined upon Japan's representa-
tives at the conference thus far, nor is it necessary to hasten a decision.
But the policy and attitude of Japan as regards the conference should be
decided upon at once.

The general trend of the arguments appearing in the press of Japan
since the call for the conference, is too sentimental. It is argued that the
conference will be an obstruction’ in the path of Japan's progress. Also,
they offer explanation of this and of that. But no great constructive policies
are advanced by any. There is no urging to grasp the opportunity and
blaze the trail for a new era of international life in Japan. None urges her
to assume the leadership in the maintenance of peace in the Orient and in
the progress of the peoples of the Orient. The consensus of opinion expressed
by the Japanese press is far too short-sighted to earn our approval.

Perhaps some of the greater statesmen are making a study of the situa-
tion, considering what new policies should be adopted for the occasion. But
any national policy should be formulated on a basis of the desires of the
people. Therefore, the ideas and wishes of the people should freely be
made public, and when the general will shall have been sounded, it should

_be the task of the great statesmen to transmute that will into a concrete

policy.

We have observed no great policies advanced by the newspapers, and |

they are, in the last analysis, the organs for the dissemination of popular
opinion. On the contrary, they publish opinions of a pessimistic nature,
or assume an attitude either too sentimental or too antagonistic. Very
rarely do they break through these limits. From this circumstance, it

seems to us, Japan is apt to follow her usual tepid, irresolute, compromising |

policy at the conference.

The most powerful group in Japanese political life, the junkers and the
militaristic clan, may have sown their seed broadcast and opposed their
propaganda to the arguments of the progressives. They will never change

their old policy, but they are likely to influence policies objected to by other |

countries at the conference. We term this attitude an attitude of uncon-
sciousness, and this may be the attitude of the Japanese delegates.

As Professor Suyehiro said, Japan should never assume the position of
the defendant at the conference, but should stand in the attitude of the
plaintiff. But if she goes to the conference without any constructive policy
and merely tries to find ways and means of carrying on, according to what
arguments other nations may advance, then by her own motion she will
place herself on the defensive.

No matter what ideas may be advanced by other nations, Japan should
stand by her original policy as to the peace of the Orient and the progress
of the Orient.
her own policies, and can even go so far as to suggest policies that she
believes England, the United States and other nations should adopt. She
must have original and constructive policies if she is to take the leadership
in matters Oriental. Her policies must be backed by preparation and
determination. This preparation and determination must spring from a
national policy, which, in turn, must reflect the will of the people.

Japan is bent upon the solution of many old problems that will come
before the conference. The Yap problem will be disposed of by giving way
to the claims of America. Soon she will open direct negotiations with the
Chinese government on the Shantung problem. Already she is negotiating
with the Chita government on the evacuation of Siberia.

This haste in arriving at the solution of international problems will have |

some meaning when Japan shall have a new great policy. Without such a
policy, it" will look more like an apology.

There is no need for hurry in the selection of delegates; let us formulate
the new policy first.

cAmerican Missionaries.

IS a plain and noticeable fact, said The Japanese American News in

Japanese last Monday, that greatly increasing numbers of American mis-
sionaries have been crossing the Pacific Ocean during the past few years to
preach the gospel in China. Those American missionaries in China have
too intimate relations with the anti-Japanese movement, either directly or
indirectly. How the people of the United States regard this in the light of
the peace existing in the Orient and also in the light of Japanese-American
amity is something we hope to find out.

Not only should China be grateful but all the Orient is benefited by the
great American cultural undertalkings in China. The spreading of religion,
the expansion of education, the improvement of health conditions are
zealously carried out by Americans in that country. These activities have
been intensified during the last few years, expenditures have increased and
more persons have been engaged in the various undertakings. But in the
event that the unity of Chinese thought brought about by these cultural
policies of America was wrongly used by Americans, that conversion is to
be regretted, for the honor of America.

Many years ago Jesuit priests preached their gospel extensively among
the nations of the Orient. Many of them landed in Japan, and, like a gale
tossing dead leaves about, they made great strides in preaching the doc-
trines of Jesus Christ. But they did not go merely to preach. They have
been hiding some sinister schemes behind them; to be specific, those priests
were strongly tainted with aggressiveness.
resulf. The exploitations of the Jesuit priests were not limited to the Orient
but were seen also in Africa, the South Sea islands, and even in South
America the same tactics were employed. And this practice has been kept
up ever since. The sizure of Shantung by Germany was brought about by
the same agency.

The passage of the great number of American missionaries to China and
their subsequent activity is quite different from thé activities of the Jesuit
priests. There is no aggressiveness in their aims. They simply engage in
the task of converting Chinese to Christianity. But there is one point
which we cannot lightly pass over. That is, there are many American
missionaries in China who are not of very respectable character. As re-
ligious workers they are utterly lacking in refinement.

Some of these American missionaries were sentenced to prison terms and
others ejected from Korea because of their connections with the Korean up-
risings. It is a known fact that the breeding ground of the anti-Japanese
movement in China is the Y. M. C. A. conducted by Americans. There are
many American missionaries who openly attack the Japanese policy in
China upon their return to the United States. For these reasons the
criticism is heard that they do not contribute much toward the peace of the
Orient. Sometimes they are condemned as undesirable in the Orient.

There may be some undesirable Japanese in China, but in general the
Japanese are agreed in the hope of cementing friendly relations with China.
They would co-operate with the Chinese, offer them all necessary assist-
ance. At the same time they would foster economic expansion on the
continent of Asia with a view to stabilizing their national life. They
would part evenly the fortunes of Japan and China. E

This hope is in danger of being gradually shattered by China. "And on
the backs of the Chinese stand the American missionaries. This fact is
greatly regretted by Japanese. But, disregarding this unfortunate situation,
more and ever more missionaries are going to China. Why is it so? We
sincerely hope the American people will give thought to these things.

In the near future, we are persuaded, America will realize that it is
advisable to cooperate with Japan in all undertakings for the weal of China.
But until that time shall arrive, it is wise to avoid all unnecessary trouble
between the two nations.
