Writing Home for the Wife,

The following is a free translation of an editorial in Japanese published
in The Japanese American News last Thursday :

THE TOKYO BRANCH of the Japanese Association of North America
3 recently advised us: “The Japanese in America would be better off |
if they did not expect to receive any assistance from the Japanese govern-|
ment. Later, it may be so arranged that writing home for one’s wife and
children will be absolutely prohibited. Those having wives and children
in Japan would do well to write home for them now.”

The first statement has been true for some time and we anticipate that
the condition will obtain for many years to come. We have not anticipated
that any change that would favor us would be brought about in a few
years’ time by the Japanese government. We should be independent and
protect ourselves insofar as we are able to do so by our own power and|
resources. We should blaze the trails we wish to tread, and live in a spirit
of self-help and self-government.

The latter part of the advice, which calls our attention to the possibility
of a prohibition being placed on writing home for the wife and children,
is not clear as to its meaning, but we read a prave import in the lines.
When it says “writing home for one’s wife and cEildren will be prohibited,”
does it mean the wife who has been married for some years to a man in
America would not, upon his return to this country from a visit in Japan,
be permitted to land with her husband? Or does it mean that a young man
who returns to Japan for the purpose of marrying would not be allowed to
bring such a wife into the United States?

If the interpretation is that any Japanese would be forbidden to bring
& newly married wife to America, we can readily understand that idea as
embodying the agreement of the Morris-Shidehara treaty draft, which is
expected to be placed in effect sooner or later. We have entertained such
anxiety since the fall of 1920. Fortunately the draft remains in the form
of a draft, and, consequently, the civil rights which were promised the
Japanese in America are still to be hoped for. At the same time we are
still at liberty to bring newly married wives to America; likewise we may
still send home for our parents and children.

But in the not far distant future, we fear, the governments of America
and Japan may arrive at an agreement less favorable to us than the pro-
posed Morris-Shidehara treaty embodies. The awarding of civil rights
would not be sufficient if we were gainsaid the right to send for our parents
and children and our wives were taken from us, It is that bugbear that
‘haunts us. But our present understanding is that in this connection by
“wife” is meant one who is married subsequent to the date of the proposed
new agreement. The proposed treaty does not exclude those already legally
married and residing in Japan.

Even if the proposed agreement were to be placed in practice, as we
understand it, those who would be restricted from bringing wives to
America would be these acquiring wives at some subsequent date. Those
already married, we understand, are still to have the right to call their
families to America at any time they wish. But in the event of a revision
of the draft so as to prohibit free travel of the wives of Japanese to!
America—wives of years’ standing—it would be of great and sinister im-
portance.

In general, wives of Japanese residing in the United States have been
iving with their spouses in the United States for some time, and this
country is their domicile. Even though they are not in America, they are
in duty bound to live with their husbands, and it would be illogical to place
barriers between them. Ordinarily equity and reason is disregarded in the

king of such ag as this, and that makes us doubly apprehensive
as to the final form of the treaty.

The advice sent by the Tokyo branch of the Japanese Association
appears to be founded on fact. This is a matter we should investigate thor-
oughly and if it is found that what they say is true we must act quickly and
<all our families to this country before such an agreement shall be enforced.

As stated, we do not hope for any real assistance from the home govern-
ment. But we do hope that the home government will show just a little
sympathy and not place us in the most unhappy situation possible. What-
ever agitation the anti-Japanese paity may make, whatever the American
government may argue, the Japanese government should protect us, should
see to it that we are not kicked down into the yawning abyss of despair—
an abyss from which it would be impossible for us to extract ourselves,

The Shantung Negotiations.

WE HAVE SEEN the new moon round out since the Japanese and
! Chinese delegations ceased to carry on their negotiations on the Shan-
tung ‘problem, said this newspaper in Japanese last Thursday. Some critics
say there are hopes of the solving of the problem, while others, equally
‘well posted on the situation, insist there is no hope. We are at a loss which
side to believe, but our own judgment sums up the situation in this wise:

The negotiations have jumped -the track of reasonable deliberation and
are running wild on the sleepers of emotion. The only door open to the
Japanese delegates leads into the chamb f determinati They must
stand pat on their last resolution, which is almost too late even now.

At the outset of the negotiations Japan should have made her decision
and from that decision she should not have receded one inch. - We have
argued to this effect repeatedly in the past. But what we have had to wit-
ness during the past four weeks was entirely contrary to what should have
‘been. In a word, the Japanese delegates have made concessions to the
Chinese repeatedly, until now the world is beginning to wonder what
Japan really purposes to do regarding this problem, while the Chinese
delegates have been misled into the belief that these concessions will con-
tinue to be made without end. .

You might compare Japan's way of doing ‘business with reference to
Shantung with the attitude of a miser. It is like yielding one sen at a time
when it is well known that the total amount one must give is one yen. No
one can have any respect for this sort of diplomacy; it is very disagreeable
to all concerned.

As for the adversary, it inspires him to try to obtain every possible
objective, whether necessary or not. Such a policy not only courts dislike
but leaves the door open for one to be belittled by one’s adversary. In the
end a third party will get something substantial.

Considering Japan's Shantung attitude from this angle, it must be ad-
mitted that it invites the ill-feeling and derision not only of China but of
other countries as well. Even in Japan the militarists and liberals do not
welcome such action. It is the worst possible brand of dipl Y.

A careful observation of happenings in Washington during the past two
years leads us to believe that the Japanese diplomats have forgotten the
country they represent, likewise China and the world, remembering one
single Chinese delegate, Wellington Koo. In other words, the Japanese
have a grudge against Koo, whose manner of dealing with them has stirred
their bile, so that now they are concentrating their energies to dislocate his
nose, so to speak. They could find no better way to degrade themselves.

Koo, indeed, is only a young man. And he may have held himself very
high since he has heard his name passed from lip to lip in the diplomatic
circles of Europe. Perhaps he has been disagreeable in lording it over
others. But why the Japanese delegates have not more self-respect, why
they do not stay where they belong, without troubling their minds about
Koo, is beyond us.

We perceive that seasoned diplomats like Balfour and Hughes are
threatening Koo as though he were a kindergarten boy. At the same time
those two big men are wasting their pity on the Japanese gdelegates, who
for their part are waging merciless war upon Koo.

It has leaked out of the conference chamber that the Japanese dele-
gates were set down by Koo in the di ion of the Shant railway
question. Why do they not blame themselves for not having made a more
painstaking study of this subject? They must have known less of the rail.
way problem than Koo did. Their efforts to cover up that fact with their
hands makes the situation yet worse.

Diplomats are not technical expects, consequently there must be many
things of which they are ignorant. But if they keep their eyes above the
sights and observe the world situation understandingly, they will not make
any great mistakes in their diplomatic negotiations. Unfortunately, some
of our diplomats quite often cling to the platform of the technician with one
hand while with the other they grasp that of the diplomat. They are over-
confident regarding the postoffice, armament, immigration and other prob-
lems having to do with diplomacy. They leave the highways to tread by-
paths, thinking that in so doing they are rich in technical knowledge. But
when they do this they are only forgetting the main point involved.

JAPAN'S NEW PREMIER.

1 accepted the invitation and organized the Taiko-
ryo. Among the pupils I taught in this school
were such nationally renowned scholars as Dr.
Tameyuki Amano and Kingo Tatsuno. I stayed
in Karatsu but one year and returned to Tokyo
in the sixth year aof the Meiji, residing in the
home of Dr. Verbeck, who was the most famous
physician and missionary in Japan at that time.

I realized the need for further study on my
part and entered the Kaisel school as a student.
But I had the responsibility of supporting my
family, so that it was necessary for me to earn
money while I studied. I worked as a scribe at
one time and at others I taught the Japanese
language to foreigners.

Kencho Suematsu, now a viscount, frequently
visited Dr. Verbeck and escorted thither a
daughter of Count Takatsura Sasaki. I became
a good friend of Suematsu and he and I trans-
lated articles in foreign newspapers and sold
them to the Tokyo Nichi-nichi. The fund we
thus raised we divided equally. It was the first
time any Japanese newspaper had published a
translation of foreign news.

Later there was entrusted to my care the scion
of a noble family and I moved into a cottage on
the estate of the nobleman. 1 took with me my
grandmother, brother and sister-inlaw. It was
a little easier fof me now to make a living, a
relief after my miserable circumstances extend-
ing over a period of several years,

Meanwhile my benefactor, Viscount Mori, had
resigned his post as minister to China and had
returned home. I lost no time in seeing him
and consulting him as to my future. He
advised me not to live the life of an underling
any longer.

In the seventh year of Meiji I obtained a posi-
tion in the ministry of education. Dr. Murray
was in the service as adviser. My duty was to
translate reports of school inspectors into English
for the benefit of Dr. Murray and to translate his
advices into Japanese and report to the minister.

There came an opportunity then for me to
make new strides in my career. Dr. Hepburn
had published a book in Japanese on anatomy.
Now he wished to publish a second edition of his
work and to have it copyrighted. He made ap-
plication, but there was no copyright law in
Japan. Officials of the ministry, however, after
a consultation decided to give him the right he
asked.

This suggested a new field of study on the sub-
ject of protection by law of all inventions and
1 diligently studied the English
books on the subject and later did something
toward formulating a patent law for Japan,

IN SIBERIA and in China, wherever America
wishes to establish her influence in Asia, Japan
is looked upon as an obstacle in the way. For
Japan, America seems a dangerous rival. Upon
second thought, this is narrow-mindedness on the
part of these countries.

Both Siberia and China have each a vast terri-
tory the of which req huge sums
of capital. Japan's capital alone will never suffice
to unfold the hidden treasures stored in those re-
gions. America’s abundant capital and superior
technical knowledge are indispensable for the
work. - This being the case, Japan has only rea-
son to welcome America’s business penetration in
the Far East. .

Let Americans invest money in China, they will
ere long find out for themselves that, contrary to
their imagination, it is not after all an easy job
to secure much profit in China. Let Chinese come
closer to Americans, they will soon learn to their
dismay that the sons of Uncle Sam are no easy
beings to deal with—the Chinese will find them
fair but hard-headed business men. The present
difference between America and Japan in the Far
East is the result of triangular ignorance among
Japanese, Chinese and Americans.

It behooves Japan, therefore, to show broad-
mindedness by co-operating with America in the
development of China and Siberia. It is clearly
foolish for America and Japan to compete for
small gains in these countries. Wiser it is for
them to co-operate with sincere heart and friend-
ship.

JAPANESE EDUCATIONISTS SOLICIT
WORLD EDUCATIONAL
CONFERENCE.

THOROUGHLY CONVINCED that no improve-
ment will ever come unless it is begun from
the bottom, Baron Sakatani, vice-president of the
Japan National League of Nations Association;
Dr. M. Sawayanagi, Dr. M. Anesaki, and several
other leaders sent a representation to the head
office of the League of Nations at Geneva request-
ing its officials to arrange for the holding of an
international educational conference,

The motive underlying the step taken is re-
ported to be the realization of the importance of
international co-operation in fighting a narrow
form of nationalism which is the result of ignorance|
and the cause of international disputes, It may
be remembered that an attempt was made by Japa-
nese educationists at the time of the first general
meeting of the League of Nations te prevail upon
it to hold an international conference on educa-
tion. The effort proved futile because the time
was not ripe then.

The recent revival of the agitation for world
educational conference owes its inspiration to. the
report of Dr. Nitobe, an official of the League of
Nations, to the effect that the British Workers’
Educational Association was in favor of the
project, and that the time is now ripe for the
realization of such a proposal.
