Results of the Washington Conference.

HE WASHINGTON CONFERENCE, after having monopolized the eyes
of the whole world for the past three months, has come to a close, and
now the people are asking themselves whether it was a success or a failure,
said The Japanese American News in Japanese last Wednesday.
It is not an easy matter to decide whether certain diplomatic
have been successful or otherwise. There are so many factors
into consideration, and these factors change in time and are
conditions. So hasty judgment is unsatisfactory.

The Washington Conference may be regarded as a success or a failure
according to the point of view of the critic. But success and failure are
matters of degree, determined by the standpoint from which one draws
conclusionsc Let us not consider the petty politicians who make the con-
ference and its efforts the basis of political strife, and with the general
public maintain an attitude of impartiality and judge this thing deliberately.

Before we arrive at any conclusion as to the success or failure of the
conference, we must consider what its chief object was. If the object were
the reduction of military expenditures by means of a naval holiday, then we
must say that the conference resulted in failure, regardless of whatever
explanations might be made by Secretary Hughes. No of histry

NE HUNDRED THOUSAND persons paid

their last respects to the memory of a be-
loved leader in Tokyo on January 17 when the
last rites were held for Marquis Shigenobu
Okuma at Hibiya Park. Concluding an account
of these rites, the Japan Advertiser said of the
dead statesman:

Many accounts are given of Marquis Okuma’s
devotion to his mother, who was left a widow
when he was only 8 years old. His dutifulness
is illustrated by the regular letters he wrote her
while he was studying in the Chienkan school at
Nagasaki and by the frequent gifts he sent her of
the “meibutsu,” or famous products, of the Naka-
saki district. As a friend he was faithful, gladly
giving of his own means to more needy fellow
students. He is said to have frequently pawned
his only cloak in winter to raise funds to help
his friends.

As an of his strong will and courage
is cited the incident of his meeting with foreign
representatives in Osaka in the early days of
foreign intercourse. He was then a minor official
in the Daiyokan and was chosen to meet foreign
envoys who went together to Osaka to make a
protest against tfre methods employed by Generai
Sawa of the imperial forces in dealing with for-
eign missionaries. The foreigners represented a
joint memorandum demanding the release ot
about 600 persons, mostly Japanese Christians,
arrested at this general’s order, and the punish-
ment of the officials responsible for the arrests.
The government was at a loss as to how to deal
with the foreign envoys, and in this crisis Okuma
offered himself to undertake the negotlations.
Prince Yamashina, then president of the bureau
of Foreign Affairs, hearing his statement, de-
cided to také him to Osaka for the negotiations.

The conference was held in the Honganji
Temple. Sir Harry Parkes, the British repre-
sentative and leader of the foreign delegation,
opened the meeting by objecting to carrying on
negotiations with an official of such humble rank
as young Okuma.

Regarding Premier Takahashi.

ACCORDING TO A DISPATCH from Tokyo, Premier Takahashi issued

a statement, declaring that his government intended to use all the surplus
money obtainable from the reduction of the navy for promoting the people’s
educational facilities, said an editorial in Japanese in this newspaper last
Thursday. This statement, however, met with strong opposition on the
part of the war office representatives, says the dispatch, and the conflict
of the two factions will bring about a cabinet crisis.

The report is hardly to be credited. First, it is
Japan can save a great sum of money as a q
naval armament. Certainly she can save a great deal by scrapping a b
of capital ships in the course of construction. But two of them are to be
converted into aeroplane carriers, and shall be completed in the near future.
Furthermore, she must spend a huge amount of money for competing with
other powers in warlike weapons in the air as well as under water. In fact,
the present naval limitation agreement has practically nothing to do with
the national finances, as long as aerial and under-water warfare remains
uncurbed. ‘

Secondly, it is doubtful whether Premier Takahashi is so determined
as to fight against the militarists at the risk of his cabinet’s life. When he
was appointed Premier three months ago, he was congratulated on the-best
and the strongest person to succeed the late Mr. Hara, who was capable
enough to resist the militarists’ arbitrary actions. But his administration
has proved a great disappointment. His policy during the latter half of the
Washington conference, especially the negotiations concerning the Shantung
controversy, well indicated that he was much weaker than his predecessor

in the fight against militarism. In a word, Viscount Takahashi is a bit of
human camouflage.

JAPAN'S MOVIE CRAZE.

‘NJO MOVIE holiday or restriction in the build-
ing of theaters and the importation of Ameri-
can pictures is contemplated in Japan, says the
New York Times. The latest official reports on the
industry show that Japanese enthusiasm for the
pictures is probably equal to our own. ‘Since 1914
films made in the United States have been steadily
growing in favor, and today American pictures
and machinery readily dominate the market.

Throughout Japan there are today about 3,000
motion picture theaters. Tokyo alone has fifty
regular theaters giving daily performances. Thesg
houses seat from 500 to 1,800 each, and in the
course of a year play to more than 10,000,000
people. Osaka has more than thirty movie
theaters, and even very small towns have halls of
some kind where occasiondl shows are given. More
than half the theaters are owned or controlled
by a movie trust.

The popular enthusiasm for the pictures is evi-
denced by the surprisingly high prices obtained
for seats. The better class of theaters.charge
from 26 to 75 cents, and in some cases as much
as $1.60. This is very high, considering the pur-
chasing power of money in Japan. It must be
