THE BOOK OF CHANGES.

Con-
fucianism has contributed greatly to its popular-
ity. The Yih-King, or “Book of Changes,” is the
principal source of this art. Confucius devoted
80 much time to the study of this work that the

CHARLATANS OF TODAY.

There are many diviners in Japan today who
are mere charlatans working on the cred\ﬁvity of
their patrons, while théy do not fully understand
the art they practice. But in ancient times
divination was associated with a sacred ritual.
It was necessary for the diviner, like the an-
clent swordsmith, to prepare and fit himself for
his task. It was required that he should cleanse
his body thoroughly, seat himselt in a private
apartment, and go through the elaborate process
{of holding the rods in the spirit of reverence.
He was instructed at a certain moment to close\
his eyes, suspend breathing for a time, and con-
centrate his thoughts on the subject of divina-

THE GOD OF POVERTY.

DRY PEAS generally are used in Japan to drive
away evil spirits, but Bimbogami, the God of
Poverty, is not to be thwarted so readily. There
is something at once pathetic and tragic in the
idea that poverty should be regarded as an obsti-
nate and unwelcome fellow, for here we rub el-
bows with reality. But while Bimbogami pays no
attention to d@ry peas, there are other means by
which he can be vanguished. '

The charcoal fire in a Japanese kitehen is
blown into a cheerful glow by means of an im-
plement called hifukidake, a bamboo tube—a
more artistic and simple form of bellows, where
the inflated cheeks take the place of the hand-
operated leather bag. Before long the ‘bamboo
tube cracks with the intense heat. When this
occurs a copper coin is placed within the tube,
an incantation is uttered, and then the “fire-
blow-tube” is thrown either into the street or
into a stream. This throwing away of the use-
less bamboo of the kitchen always is supposed to
signify the forced departure of Bimbogami. Bim-
bogami, the “Poverty Insect” of Japan, is akin
to the death-spider that ticks like a watch in a
wall. Its ticking does not necessarily foretell the
advent of Death, as it is believed to do ih Eng-
land, but it denotes the unwelcome presence of
the God of Poverty in the Japanese home.
