After July 1 of next year the measure also would reduce the percentage
of aliens entitled to enter this country to 2 per cent of their nationals
already residing here, as based on the 1910 census figures. In addition, a
special permit will be issued for the entry of 600 of each nationality, making
a total of 24,000 immigrants who shall be permitted to land yearly.” Further-
more, the bill aims to reduce the total foreign immigration from 255,000 to
170,000 annually. It would limit the*monthly entrance of immigrants to
10 per cent of the assigned total of any nationality.

Mr. Johnson said he did not present this bill with the hope of it being
Passed during the present session, but that he is seeking to provide a perma-
nent basis for the limitation of immigration. He hopes, however, that it
will be passed by the next Congress. But most of the members of the com-
mittee have asserted that the Johnson bill must be pretty thoroughly
amended before it can be passed by the House.

After reviewing our information in regard to this bill we have come to
the conclusion that it was offered by Mr. Johnson as a means of sounding |
public opinion in this country as well as outside of the United States. It
afferds opportunity also to those who are interested in the question of im-
migration to find a basis on which to make a study of the issue.

At all events, the bill would treat Orientals, Japanese especially, as
harshly as possible, and, if any way can be found to accomplish it, would
absolutely prohibit the coming of Japanese to this country. If Washington
dispatches quote Mr. Johnson correctly, he has asserted that the real aim
of the bill is to nullify the Gentlemen’s Agreement, prohibit Oriental im-
migration and put a stop to the coming of picture brides to the Pacific
Coast states.

We do not know whether Mr. Johnson actually said this, but if he did
pe does not know the real conditions of immigration. There is no Japanese
immigration to the United States, for the government of Japan has stopped
that. On a basis of eligibility to American citizenship, the bill would
provide the formula for determining what nationalities shall be permitted
to land in this country and what nationalities shall be excluded. For that
reason the bill may be considered to be aimed solely at the Japanese.
