Let us go back a little to the
history of Ancient Japan as regards
the construction of the fan. In the
Nara Period (710-794 A. D.) when
the term ogi is used, it indicates the
uchiwa of the present day, which is
non-folding and round-shaped. In
early times, hi-ogi were mostly used.
Hi-ogi is an abbreviated form of
hinoki-ogi, that is, ‘the cypress fan’
because in making the sticks of a
fan, thin and slender strips of the
Japanese cypress were chiefly em-
ployed. After the hi-ogi came the

to the folding fan of today.

Besides the wood of the cypress
for the sticks of a folding fan,
bamboo, ivory, copper and even iron,
was frequently made use of. And,
as regards the materials for paper-
ing the sticks of a folding fan,
torinoko, the best solid Japanese
paper and silk were extensively used.
As for a pivot a wooden one through
a copper toube was at first in com-
mon use; then that made of ivory,
| deer antlers or tin. It was in the
Genbun era (1736-1740 A. D.) that
a Kyoto dealer in folding fans,
Konishi Hachibei by name, hit upon
the use of a whale-fin as the pivot
for a folding fan, and by degrees
it came into general use and has
come down to us. It was for long
known by the name of Chitoss Ka-
name, or a permanent pivot: The
Chinese, encouraged by our folding
fans, came to make their own as
late as the time of the Ming Dy-
nasty, (1136-1644) apparently bor-
rowing ideas from us. The present
Japanese centers of the folding fan
| are Kyoto, Nagoya and Tokyo, and
| a great number have been exported
to foreign countries.
