structor at the University of Hawall.v
and noted authority on the second |
generation of Orientals.

In an interview with The Japan-
ese American News yesterday, Pro-
fesor Smith declared that while the
second generation of Japanese still

American business concerns because
of certain underlying conditions,
such as racial features, public senti-
ment and former labor services ren-
dered by their forefathers in Ameri-
ca, the situation is gradually im-
proving.

In discussing the question of Or-
dental migrations to this country,
Professor Smith said Chinese labor-
ers were at first received very cor-
dially and were thought very de-
sirable until they began crowding
American laborers from their oc-
cupations. It was then that the
anti-Chinese agitations began. But
es the Chinese commenced to settle
down agitations against them calm-
ed.

The Japanese are in the same po-
sition as the Chinese. Their migra-
tion is over, agitations have practi-
cally disappeared, and now a period
of fabrication is ahead of the Jap-
anese. The Filipinos today are where
Japanese were several years ago,
suffering from inter-racial agita-
tions.

That anti-Japanese feeling is dis-
appearing becomes evident through
the various positions held by the
Japanese, Prof. Smith believes. A
Mr. Kanow of Long Beach, Cal, is
employed by the City of Los Angeles
as chief engineer of that city, while
several Japanese are under employ-
ment of exclusive stores, where they
meet exclusive trade without agita-
tion, the noted scholar pointed out.
