The dealer in
Japan pays the wholesale price at|
the factory in advance, plus trans- |
portation, and a duty of 33 1-3 per}
cent on assembled cars. To this he |
must add his own selling cost and
the “squeeze” to the chauffeur.”

But the automobile buyer has just
begun to pay. His annual tax in
‘Tokyo ranges from $200 to $300, de-
pending on the horsepower of his
motor. Gasoline costs 35 to 45 cents |
a gallon and the larger the monthly |
repair bill, the more “squeeze” there
is in it for the chauffeur.
