Eight hundred and four of the
900 students in the school in which
Miss Mahan teaches, are Japanese.

Concerning her work in Seattle,
Miss Mahan said in a recent inter-
view:

“The Japanese students are the
most loyal American citizens imag-
inable. THey, of course, are Ameri-
can in habits as well as in ideas,
from the very food they eat to the
clothes they wear.

“The kimono, for instance, ap-
pears only as a costume, though it
is dherished for its sheer beauty.”

She spoke of the fact that a num-
ber of students return to Japan
after completing their work in the
lower schools, giving as the reasons
for this the desire to attend univer-
sities in Japan, the wish of their
grand parents here to have them at
home, or the financial necessity for
their presence here.

Among the former, their return
usually is due to the fact that a
comprehensive knowledge of the
Japanese language is essential if
they wish to hold diplomatic posi-
tions, the most acceptable open to
them, she said.
