Andrews’ Expedition
Sought To Discover'
“Dawn Man”

PEKING, China, August 17—
Tales of encounters with brigands,
of terrific sandstorms, of thickly
populated fertile land of 20,000 years
ago that is now a desert, and of
fossil remains of an enormous beast
which ate itself out of existence.
were brought back here by Roy
Chapman Andrews and his expedi-
tion into the great Gobi desert of
inned Mongolia.

They returned laden with relics,
some of them 150,000 years old, and
others showing a remarkable stage
of stone age culture, but they did
not discover what was most sought
—a trace of the ape-like stem of
mankind, popularly known as the
“dawn man.”

Prehistoric Animal Found.
But the big thrill of the trip was
the finding of the prehistoric animal
colossus.

Several of the bones brought back
are as large as the body of a mod-
ern man. The humerus is four feet
long and the collar bone is & full
load for a sirong coolie. The relics
include several splendidly preserved
ribs and sections of the spine.

“We left the pelvis bone and sev-
eral other parts in a clay hillside,”
sald Waltgr Granger. “We are
planning to return angd get all of
the skeleton.”

Twice Jumbo’s Size.

Andrews said the beast was about
twice the size of “Jumbo,” the fa-
mous circus elephant of the old P.
T. Barnum shows in America, and
circus men claimed that Juymbo
weighed ten tons. He calculated
that he could have worn a top hat
and stood under the great beast
without touching its belly.

Granger declared the discovery
was the greatest in his 32 years of
scientific experience. He said the
beast was a vegetarian, eating chief-
ly the smaller branches of trees. It
was of distinctly Asiatic origin and
was too heavy and awkward to tra-
vel far.

In Nippon

NAGOYA, July 28.—(By Mail)—
The marked development of the mo-
tor truck transportation is now
proving to be a serious threat to
the railway transportation business.

The motor truck transportation
has hitherto been limited to com-
paratively short distance, that is to
less than 150 miles. The motor truck

covering 120 miles has been one of
the longest emotor truck services in
Japan. Among other long distance
services is the line connecting Ha-
chioji, Tokyo Prefecture, and Ma-
tsu-ura, Chiba Prefecture, the total
length being approximately 80 miles,
and the Nagoya-Hamamatsu line,
covering 80 miles also.

A record-breaking long distance
motor truck service in Japan, how-
ever, has been started a few days
ago. It is the Hachioji-Nagoya ser-
vice for the purpose of forwarding
cotton cloths, produced in Hachioji
district to Nagoya and vicinity. The
new long distance service is man-
aged by the Hachiofi Motorcar
Company which has placed four
trucks for the Hachioji-Nagoya ex-
press service, i

Takes About 24 Hours,

The trucks start from Hachioji
and pass through Otsuki and Go-
temba in Yamanashi Prefecture and
then proceed on the Tokaido high-
way, the total length covering more
than 220 miles. This has attracted
the keenest attention of the trans-
portation companies.

The capacity of these trucks is
one ton, and the charges are from
40 yen to 53 yen per truck. It takes
about 24 hours to cover the distance.
According to railway transportation,
it takes from 36 to 48 hours, but the
charges are somewhat lower, being
28.05 yen per ton.

It is looked upon with keen in-
terest how far the compktition be-
twee nthe railway and mgtor trucks
will go, especially in viex\:’o( the re-
cent rapid deévelopment'® of motor
truck transportation. The railway
service must be improved in order
to cope with the motorcar trans-
portation and the charges also must
be lowered,, if the competition is to
proceed further.
