SACRAMENTO, August 20.—Ac-
cording to the August crop report of
the California co-operative crop re-
porting service issued at the close|
of last week, the condition of the|
potato erop was 86 per cent of]
normal on August 1, indicating a|
crop of about 8,428,000 bushels. This
forecast covers the production of |
carly, mid-summer and late pota-
toes. The acreage this year is es-
timated to be 56,000 acres as com-
pared with 52,000 acres last year.

No change is indicated in the con-
dition of the sweet potato crop since
July 1. The indicated production is
1,305,000 bushels. Last year produc-
tion was 1,080,000 bushels.

The condition of the apple crop
improved during July and was es-
timated to be 91 per cent of normal
on August 1. This condition indi-
cates a total production of 11.873,-
000 bushels, with 7,458,000
bushels in 1927 and 10,350,000 bush-
els in 1926. The commercial crop,
or that part of the crop consumed
fresh is'estimated at 7,122,000 boxes,
compared with 4,656,000 boxes a year
ago and 6,144,000 boxes two years
