Intimates Exclusion|
At Berkeley Is !
Mistaken Move

By CHESTER ROWELL

(The following illuminating
comments, written by Califor-
nia’s leading commentator, on
the attempted move by the pro-
perty owners of Berkeley to ex-
clude non-Caucasian students
from the residential districts
near the university campus, is
here printed by special arrange-
ments with The San Francisco
Chronicle.—~The Editor).

Here is something on which we
might as well get down to brass
tacks. Certain Berkeley property
owners announce their organiza-
tion for the purpose of making it
impossible for Oriental students of
the University of California to live
in the university section of the city,
even as “roomers.” Under the “cov-
enant plan” if enough others jcin\
them, they claim to have this legal
power. They say that the presence
of such persons—the selected best
of three great nations and the fu-'
ture leaders and rulers of half the
earth—depreciates the value of real
estate in the university neighbor-
hood, and that it is therefore the
duty of the university to provide for
their housing otherwise than is
done for the remaining students.

FRCM BUSINESS POINT !

Let us see! Suppose that, with
these protesting lot owners, we ig-
nore the cultural side of the univer-]
sity, and its wider responsibilities
and assume that no resident of Ber-
keley has any interest in the uni-
versity except the money he can
personally make outp of it, and that
its primary function is to make him |
that money. Even by this all-de-
terminative measure of the neigh-
borhood price of lots—where does
the Central Berkeéley Protective As-
sociation come ofi?

‘The University of California is
precisely the principal element in
the price of these lots. It was or-
izinally the sole excuse for the ex-
istence of the town of Berkeley, and
still incomparably its best-paying
business asset. The money for its
support and for the living of its
students comes largely from else-
where and is spent in Berkeley.
