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CHINA WANTS'
TO CONTROL
OWN TARIFF

Expects to Take Over
Duties Beginning
January 1

PEKING, Dec. 28—(UP)—The
Nationalist Government of China |
expects to enforce control of its own

tariff duties, in spite of opposmon‘

from several important powers, be-
ginning January 1.

The United States Government
was the first to go on record ap-
proving of this request, settling a

matter which has been a sore point |
between China and the Powers for |

generations. By the terrus of the
tariff treaty between the United

States and China signed in Peking |
last June, the Nanking Government |

is quite free to control its cem
tariff at any time after the first of |
the year as long as Americans are
not discriminated against.

DIFFICULT QUESTION

Tariff problems are so complicat- |

ed that oily a few exports thor-
oughly - understand their
phases. There has been much mis-
comprehension of the tariff ques-
tions between China and the pow-
ers, both in China and abroad. In
general, it appears true that the
powers have not deserved their re-
putation for holding China in bond-

age through control of tariff rates|

and collections.

Foreign administration of. the
Chinese customs arose in the first
place at the Chinese Government's
own request, and has been con-

tinued with Chinese consent in or-|

der to make possible the flotation
of foreign loans secured on customs
revenues.
ALL ARE GLAD

The fact remains, however, that
t"ie ery for tariff autonomy has been
one of the chief slogans of the
Kuomintang (Nationalist Party),
before and after they unified China
under one government. So long as
China does not have complete ta-
riff autonomy, the charge will prob-
ably continue to be made that for-
eigners are holding back China’s
progress. For this reason among
cthers, Americans in China are glad
to see tariff autonomy in sight.
