China, to lend them assistance as
far as possible in their task of re-|
construction. China, however, he |
said, “should more than ever be|
guided by the counsel of self-re-
straint and moderation’ 'to achieve
her unification.

Manchuria, Baron Tanaka contin-
ued, is keener and entirely different

than toward any other part of China
on account of the large interests and
widespread rights she holds there ‘
besides the million Japanese resi-
dents in that province.

Special interest has been Iocused‘
on Premier Tanaka's foreign. ad-|
dress in which it is understood he |
will defend his much-assailed China |
policies. Dramatics on this point
are likely to be introduced by the
opposition’s evoking the ghost of
Chang Tso-Lin, one-time head of
the northern government, who was
killed in a Manchuria train blow-
up last June.

No parliamentary prospect for a
long time has thrilled the nation
as this one. The ministry clains
enough votes to stave off a non-
confidence vote, but its dependable
majority is only two or three and
any dramatic change may bring
down the cabinet. The ministry
is admittedly on the defensive and
must explain what the opposition
looks upon as a loss of ground in
China, especially Manchuria, dur-
ing the past year.
