Series of Audacious
Robberies Arouse
Citizenry

TOKYO, Feb. 1—(Special)—The
reign of lawlessness, which has been
the concern of the Metropolitan Po-
lice Board for the past few months,
reached its climax here last night
and early this morning when a ser-
fes of most baffling robberies laid
at their wake a city in no good
mood over the incompetence of the
authorities.

In the Koishigawa district a cer-
tain mysterious bandit attempted
to enter the home of Dr. Niida, not-
ed lawyer. The intruder was evi-
dently frustrated in his design, but
he invaded the home next door
which is inhabited by the Manager
of the First Medical Product Com-
pany. The bandit entered the
building at 3:40 o'clock early this
morning and remained in the prem-
ise until dawn, all the while mak-
ing himself comfortable at the ex-
pense of his “host”. At sunrise he
vanished, taking along with him 47
yen in cash.

STABS WITH “TANTO”

At the Yoyogi military training
field a suspicious looking man was
accosted by the police. The man
thrust out a dagger, wounded the
police seriously, and fled without
leaving a trace behind.

At Fukugawa Honjo district a cer-
tain master criminal has been baf-
fling the police many nights in suc-
cession with his ingenious robberies.
Always the robber eludes the .au-
thorities.

The crime has so ired the citizen-
ry of Tokyo that the Metropolitan
Police Board has been forced to fire
some of its department chiefs.

Sociologists here see a grdave eco-
nomic maladjustment in the rise
of crime wave. They attribute the
lawlessness to the hard times and
the cease life struggle of the city's
denizens.
