TWO IMPOSSIBLE DEMANDS
The Japanese Minister replied
that his gov t was unable to
acquiesce to t demand. Over’
hundre apanese lives were lost in
that niung convulsion, Yoshiza-
wa pointed out, while millions of
property damages were
incurred by Japanese residents in
that district
Another Chinese demand which
jarred the progress of negotiation
was the request to withdraw Japa-?
nese troops from Shantung within
four  weeks. Yoshizawa declared
this to be an impossible feat.

This sudden deadlock is believed
here to be due to an indirect pres-
sure being exerted on the Central
Executive Council by extreme Na-
tionalists, who insist upon taking
aggressive steps to attain their end.

| Up to this time the whole Sino-Ja-

panese problems were practically
solved by Yoshizawa and Wang, who
had a complete understanding as to
the dispesition of Shantung and Tsi-
nan questions. It had been decid-
ed that the Tsinan disturbance
should be investigated by an impar-
tial- committee composed of both
Japanese and Chinese experts, and
the respective governments were to
act in accordance with their reco-
mendation. Even the time for the
withdrawal of Shantung troops, set
at end of March, had been settled.
But the sudden change in tbhe at-
titude of the Nanking officials prov-
ed a fatal stroke to prevent any hope
of amicable settlement.
