Minseito to Attempt
Impeachment of
Navy Minister

An impeachment bill, aimed
against Admiral Keisuke Okada,
Minister of Navy, will be launched
in the Lower House of the Imper-
ial Diet within a day or two by the
Minseito forces, it was learned
from well-informed sources today.

Okada has been a consistent ad-
vocate of the present administra-
tion’s platform for transfer of land
tax from the federal to the munici-
pal government. The Minseito fac-
tion charges Okada with advocating
this transfer in the face of the
Navy’s cruiser construction program,
which requires an expenditure of
200,000,000 yen, as outlined in the
last navy bill. The slashing of the
land tax, always one of the chief
sources of government's revenue
means that cruiser construction pro-
gram will be stranded for lack of
funds. This, the Minseito contends,
constitutes a ground for bill of im-
peachment against Okada, as he is
indirectly attempting to defeat the

Diet.
