Large Gain Seen
In Japan’s 1928
Tourists Trade

TOKYO, March 29—About 30,050
foreign tourists, the largest number
in several years, visited Japan dur-
ing 1928 and spent approximatsiy
¥52,000,000, an increase of ¥2,000,000
over 1927 when 26,386 foreigners
came to this country for sight-see-
ing trips, according to Jinncsuke
Takaku, general director of the Ja-
pan Tourist Bureau.
