| trod upon. Those shown depict the
Virgin Mary and are very durable
| pictures, cut in brass and in hard
| wood. Only durable pictures like
these would have served the
purpose, for they were made to be |
stepped gpon annually by all
Japanese of the Nagasaki region, to
prove that they were not Christians,
while many people stood by to wit-
ness this denunciation of faith in|
the Western God.

Two of these precious “Fumie”
are made of brass with the form
of the Virgin in bold relief, measur-
ing about 9 by 7 inches and another
of hard wood, slightly larger.
Years after the forced denunciation,
when the “Fumie” had lost its
austere function, stepping on the
image became an annual festival.
