In one of the few cases on record,
George Kakuji Hayashi a Japanese
who served with the American forces
in the World War, is to retain his
American citizenship. He resides at

The ruling was received today by
Paul Armstrong, naturalization ex-
aminer here, from the naturalization
department in Washington. Hayashi,
was naturalized in New Orleans
June 21, 1920, under the veterans
act before the court ruling which
barred any but members of the
white or the negro race.

‘When Hayashl visted Japan re-
cently the American consul there
seized his naturalization certificate,
but it will now be returned to him.

Hayashi is & member of the staff
of the local Pacific Dry Goods
Company. While in the army dur-
ing the World War he was a lieu-
tenant in Uncle Sam's air forces
and was wounded in an aerial con-
flict. After his fall and the conse-
quent disability, he has been re-
celving pension from the govern-|
ment. Last August he went to Ja=
pan on & busines trip in behalf of
his firm. He will return here short-
ly from Japan. He is 36 years old.
