To Be Sponsored By
Athletic Union

The newly formed Japanese Ama-
teur Athletic Union of San Francis-
co announced yesterday that it will
sponsor a Northern California
championship track and field meet
in this city on Sunday, June 9, at
the Kezar Stadium.

The meet will be run strictly in
conformity with the A. A. U. rules,
which require a number of recogniz-
ed officials and time keepers in or-
der that the records made in the
various events may be officially re-
cognized.

Three team prizes will be award-
ed to the organizations scoring the
most number of points on the basis
of 5 points for first place 3 points
for second, 2 points for third, and
1 point for fourth. All standard
events from 60 yards to 2 miles and
hurdles will be run in track, while |
Jjavelin, shot put, high jump, dis-|
cus, and pole vault events will also |
be conducted.

SPECIAL EVENTS

There will also be a special four-
man relay, with each man running
110 yards. Other relays are the
Junior race and the girls event, in
which each of the eight girls on
the team runs a course of 55 yards.
Dashes for girls and a medley relay
for boys are some of the other in-
teresting events. Special silver cups
will be awarded to the winners of
these special events.

There will be no entry fee for this
tournament, according to the spon-
sors. Any Japanese organization
desiring to participate for the field
and track honors are urged to do
50 by making the proper applica-
tions with the Athletic Union offi-
cials.
