‘up-to-date recreation pool built by
the Los Angeles municipality, was
at first closed to the colored people.
However, the prohibition was lifted
because of the strong protest lodged,
against the authorities by the col-
ored community, which contended

that the clty was not justified in |

raising the discrimination inasmuch
as negroes, being tax-payers and
citizens, are entitled to use of com-
munity property.
BOYCOTTS POOL

‘The protest succeeded in lifting
the ban, but the matter was com-
plicated when the playground com-
mission set aside a special pool for
the colored people, who were then
forbiddened from mingling with
other swimmers in the main plunge.
Indignant at what they claimed to
be a gross breach of justice, the ne-
groes refused to patronized the pool.

Last Monday a group of negroes
were found swimming in the special
poel privided for them. Other ne-
groes, who were the proponents of
the unwritten law among the col-
ored people to boycott the pool,
