KYOTO, Japan, Oct. 26—The past,
present and future of the nations
bordering on the Pacific Ocean will
be discussed at the third biennial
conference of the Institute of
Pacific Relations which will
formally convened in the Miyako
Hotel here, October 28.

More than 200 delegates will
gather for the inaugural session. It
is understood that Dr. Inazo Nitobe,
former deputy secretary-general of
the League of Nations, will be chair-
man of the session which will last
until November 9.

The delegates include nearly 80
men and women from the United
States mainland, 34 from Hawall, six
from New Zealand as well as small-
