Hard Time Blamed
For Increase Of
Suicides in Nippon

Special to The Japanese American News

TOKYO, Nov. 18—The number of
suicides in Greater Tokyo is increas-
ing at an alarming rate, according
to the latest statistics compiled by
the Metropolitan Police Board and
Made public Thursday.

In 1918 the total number of sui-
cides amounted to 1,164. Ten years
later in 1827, the figure jumped to
1,787, and last year it finally reach-
ed over 2,000 cases.

So far this year about 1,500 cases
have occurred, giving the average of
about 150 a month.

Of the 162 persons who took their
own lives last August, 81 were men
and the otheér half women. Suicide
by poison comprised the largest
number with 56 cases, followed by 38
cases of suicide by drowning, 21 by
hanging, 29 by jumping on the rail:,
and 14 by daggers and similar wea-
pons.

“ITS A BY-PRODUCT”

“Suicide is a by-product of modern
civilization,” states Kaneko of the
Medical Section of the Metropolitan
Police Board. “In olden Japan sui-
cides were almost unheard of, but
with the advent of Western civili-
zation into Japan and the resulting
industrial, economic and social up-
heavals, suicides began to
