“I will give just a few figures,
which will illustrate the magnitude
of the work that started as soon as
possible after the ruins had cooled
and plans could be formulated for
the regeneration if Tokyo: Ten
thousand acres of the city area were
totally wrecked; 7,500 acres were
relaid In streets; 746 kilometers of
roads were built; 800 acres of land
needed for new roads were given by
the owners to the municipality. No
less than 420 new bridges had to be
built. In the construction of the
larger ones crossing the Sumida
River, the rebuilders looked ahead
and, in the face of criticism, erected
structures good for many decades
to come and strong enough to with~
stand the severest earthquakes. No-
thing finer is to be seen anywhere
in the way of brige construction
than the Eitai-bashi, the Kiyosu-
bashi and the Komokata briges,
spenning Tokyo's dividing stream.
And it is somewhat a matter of
pride to us that in the planning of
these great works the services of
American engineers was enlisted. I
may mention that 54 new parks
were added to the thirty that

previously existed in the metropoll-
tan area; that 117 new grammar

In
addition, the Imperial Government
is engaged in construction entail-
ing an estimated cost of 826,000,000
yen.
