Manchu-Korean is misleading log-
ically there is no justification for its
existence. Although the whole
question of the origin of the Japa-
nese language and people is still not
satisfactorily settled, enough has
been done by qualified scholars to
disprove the “white” theories, whe-
ther Caucasian or Turanian; and
Dr. Bryan's categorical statement
that “the Kojiki is the first piece of
literature in any Turanian langu-
age” is, although copied from one
of the earlier authorities, unjusti-
fied.

LEARNING THE LANGUAGE

Dealing with the script, the au-
thor does not tell the reader that
the claims of the Japanese that they
possessed indigenous scripts before
the advent of Chinese characters
have been exposed as later forger-
ies these many years past, but con-
tents himself with saying that if
they existed they were soon super-
seded by the Chinese ideographs.
