U. S.-JAPAN COMPARED

Japan will be permitted to build
up to 12 big cruisers with the ag-
grigate tonnage of 108,000 tons.

In reality the United States pos-
sesses at present only six crafts of
this category completed with three
others laid down. Japan has eight
already completed and four others
laid down. As these ships need
about three years to complete, Japan
under its proposal will have actual
proponderance in this class for sev-
eral years and a considerable more
than 70 per cent ratio up to the
very date of treaty expiration.

In the submarine class the
approved United States proposal
places the American Japanese par-
ity figure at 60,000 tons. Japan at
present possesses 78,000 tons of
large and newly built crafts, while
the United States possesses about
87,000 tons in comparatively old
crafts of smaller size. As many of
them are obsolete, the United
States will be forced to build up to
her 60,000 figure after discarding
her old submarines.

U of California, on his re-
turn last night from an investiga-
tion lasting eight months into the
markets of the Far East, under the
Joint auspices of the University of
California and the United States
Department of Commerce. He was
accompanied by W. J. Norton, Spe-
cialist in Agricultural Extension, and
by P. S. Windrem, senior student in
the Uinversity, who has acted as
secretary. The party returned yes-
terday, having stopped at Washing-
ton D. C., enroute to confer with
government officials regarding their
findings.

“Our extensive report” said Pro-
fessor Crocheron, “is completed and
ready for the printer. The outlook
for larger markets for California
fruit is so involved and complex that
it is difficult to describe the situa-
tion in a brief statement.

NO GREAT DEMAND FOUND

“Nowhere did we find millions of
natives waiting expectantly for Cal-
ifornia fruit. If they need our fruit
they do not know it. Everywhere
we found on sale an abundance of
local fruits at very low prices. With
these the Asiatics are entirely sat-
isfied. There is no opportunity to
ship large quantities of fruit to Asia
which will be bought at good prices
by spontaneous demand.

“On the other hand, there are
abundant opportunities to gradu-
ally develop a considerable market
for small packages of canned and
dried fruits provided anyone were
willing to spend large sums of
money in skilful trade promotion
for a considerable period of years.
Unfortunately, we do not believe
that even such trade promotion
could develop big enough markets
in short enough time to be of ma-
terial help in raising the price level
of California fruits to the farmer
during the present depression. The
production of California is so vast
and our present exports of fruit to
Asia so small that even doubling or
quadrupling our present exports
would not be of any perceptible be-
nefit. The opportunities presented
by trade promotion in Asia could
only be realized after a considerable
series of years of effort.
