They had also
travelled eastward as far as Baby-
lon, Nineveh, and even India. Thus
the stream of their advanced civi-
lization reached India, and in a
course of years, most probably,
reached even the islands of Japan.

We entered a
new era, some of the signs of which
Mr. Allen lists.

First, when Lindbergh flew the
Atlantic and behaved like a gentle-
man afterwards, we dropped our
mood of idol-smashing and, as if
hungry for an idealistic orgy after
our years in the far country of the

exalted motives could get believed.

Second, it was an era of revolt
and experiment in sex. We went
far in thought and action. Folk
and forces that had gone in for eco-
nomic radicalism turned to moral
radicalism.

British May Arrest
Gandhi in Order to
Stop Indian Revolt

BOMBAY, April 14—Belief that
British authorities are planning the
arrest of Mahatma Gandhi, Indian
Naticnalist leader, in an effort to
prevent further spread of the in-
dependence movement, was express-
ed here tonight.

It was learned that Secretary
Hotson of the Bombay government
is camping in the vicinity of Gan-
dhi’s present headquarters at Su-
rat. Hotson is understood to be
conferring with Divisional Com-
missioner Gerrett on the advisibility
of arresting the Hindu philosopher.
It is understood he has telegraphed
Viceroy Irwin and the Governor of
Bombay, recommending Gandhi’s
arrest and is awaiting final orders.

BOMBAY, India, April 14—The
concluding ceremonies of India’s
“National Week” opened today with
a procession of volunteers to Chow-
pathy Sands, where the leaders in
the civil disobedience campaign ex-
horted them to take part in the
formal “inirment” of the salt tax.

The “burial” of the salt tax was
programmed for tonight, when an
effigy of .the salt act was to be |
thrown into the sea. Bugles were
to sound the “death of the salt law.”
