MARYSVILLE, May 12—What
will be the first oratorical meeting

Sunday evening.

The ambassador, who is now on
an 8000 mile tour of the Western
United States and Canada to ob-
serve and study conditions in these
regions, expressed himself as being
extremely “optimistic in regards to
the future of the New Americans,
or citizens of Japanese ancestry.

“You ask me about the second
generation problem. I think there
1s no grave problem, strictly speak-
ing,” he declared in his suite at the
Fairmont Hotel. “This is a great
country, a land of unlimited oppor-
tunities. And the second generation
must seek their own salvation. I
am confident that they are capable
of living up to the expectations.”

Regarding the future of the Ja-
panese American relations, Mr. De-
buchi is of the opinion that all the
progressive elements of the age
tend to bind this country and Japan
as friends in peace.

NEXT DOOR NEIGHBOR

“The marvelous advances in sci-
ence,” he declared, “diminishes the
barier of the Pacific Ocean. In-
ter-continental telephone service,
trans-Pacific air lines, and commer-
clal television projects will not be
long in realization. Time will come
‘when those in America will be able
to hear voices and see faces of their
friends in Japan over the television.
Japan will become in fact a next-
door neighbor of America.

“Relations between the United
States and Japan have never been
friendlier than at present,” he said.
“In commerce, America is our best
customer, claiming 40 per cent of
our foreign trade, and Japan in
turn, is America’s third best for-
eign consumer. Although I am not
selling or buying anything, I have
noted a happy reciprocity between
your cotton and our silk.”
