“He strenu-
ously opposed Britain’s entrance in-
to World War and stoutly main-
tained his position in the face of
much patriotic denunciation and

his defeat at several occasions in
the contest for seat in Parliament.

“It is easy to see, twelve years
after the war, that he is still the
bold crusader of peace of the war
period. But, however great may be
his desire for restriction of arma-
ment, he was continually surround-
ed by obstacles that forced him to
compromise his ideal to the exigen-
cles of time.

“Next to McDonald, Foreign
Minister Briand of France attract-
ed the greatest attention in London.
