—An onion may be’an excellent
thing in a salad, or stew, or some-
thing but it becomes an eyesore and
a nostril griever to the poor farm-
er when there are acres and acres
of them rotting in the flelds. And
still, in the cities, we have to pay
& good price for them.

‘What is the matter? Is there such
an overproduction that we as a na-
tion have to throw away products?
‘There must be lots and lots of peo-
ple in this huge country who would
be immeasurably glad to use such
farm products at cost price.—Even
giving it to them would be far bet-
ter than throwing them away. At
least the farmer would have the
satisfaction of knowing that his en-
deavors were not in vain.

Continuing its stabilization pro-
gram, the California Grape Con-
trol Board's clearing house com-
mittee yesterday ordered fresh grape
shipments reduced to half the field
requirements for the week begin-
ning Sunday.

SACRAMENTO, Sept. 20.—J. L.
Nagle, general manager of the Cal-
ifornia Fruit exchange, told mem-
bers of the Sacramento' Valley
Council of the State Chamber of
Commerce here yesterday that grape
control “has not been a success,” and
“this is the worst year for the fruit
man in my thirty years of experi-
ence.”

“Grape growers have sold only
the poorer type of grapes to the
stabilization board,” Nagle said, “and
haye tried to ship the better grapes.
Much of the grapes bought by the
board would have been destroyed if
there was no government agency at
hand.”

Nagle said that less than 10 per
cent of the fruit growers will make
money this year.
