13 Monterey Japanese
Act as Witnesses
at Big Trial

A three day hearing is being held
in the U. S. District Court in the
Federal Post Office building in the
matter of a charge of extortion by
revenue officer Charles W. Johnson.

Thirteen Japanese witnesses have

come from Monterey to testify in
the case.

It is charged that Johnson went
to Monterey June of last year and
collected $4000 from eight Japanese
abalone divers for divers penalty
and past income tax dues.
