By examining the affected parts
of tubercular patients who were on
their way to recovery, Dr. Funaoka
discovered that a large quantity of
calcareous substance was settling in
the affected parts precisely as is the
case with bones in the course of
their growth.

This prepared him to find that
whenever animals are afflicted with
tuberculosis, the disease can
cured if calcareous substance is ap-
plied to the affected parts. Having
gone this far, Dr. Funaoka next
worked hard to incorporate calcare-
ous substance into the antidote.

His next move was to enlist the
