It is noteworthy that a one-man
team way up from Sonoma repre-
sented in the meet, scored 11 points
to tie for fifth in the contest. He
is Sam Ono, just a young high
school boy. But to think that a
lone man could place fifth place to
defeat the Showa club team, which
took the trophy last year, is more
than surprising.

Qongratulations to the Y.MD.
team of the San Francisco Japa-
nese YM.C.A. for winning the 1931
trophy. But it was regrettable that
Buyeda, a star sprinter of the Visa-
Hla squad was disqualified in the
220. Suyeda is reported to have cut
into the next lane though not in-
tentionally as many of the spec-
tators will attest. Visalia may have
won except for the incident. Better
luck next year.

The records of 10 out of 14 events
were shattered in the meet this
year, according to the report. And
s0 the athletes will keep on shatter-
ing records, even their own, year
by year.

“The fundamental, principles of
Jfe are: life and religion, God and
Man, the finite and the infinite.

»Body and spirit must vibrate in

harmony. Matter is the symbol of
spirit.”
SPEAKS OF TRUTH

Speaking in particular to the sec-
ond generation, Mr. Miura sald,
“Your parents are like the frog in
the poem which I have explained.
With a sudden inspiration, a great
decision, and new life they plunged
into America—into & new world.
With a similar spirit you must cre-
ate a new and different life. You
are the new citizens to create a
harmonious one out of many un-
likes. Internationalism and bro-
therhood are realized when widely
varying personalities unite with a
common spirit. Truth is fulfilled
by contrasts, by the contrasting dif-
ferences between the east and the
west.
