“To the Editor:

‘I am pleased to see that congress
is to be asked to abandon the Ja-
panese Exclusion Act and put Ja-
pan on a quota basis.

VISITS APAN 3 TIMES

“Having visited Japan on three
@ifferent occasions and met many
of her people, including educators,
members of parliament and other
government officlals, merchants,
bankers and manufacturers, I am
positive that we will make no mis-
take in giving them equal rights
with other countries.

“They are better friends of the
US.A. then the majority of the
oountries we are now allowing a
quota basis. They are progressive,
being very quick to adopt western |
ideas and appreciate any courtesies
shown them.

GIVEN KIND TREATMENT

“I was very much impressed with

the treatment I recelved all overe
Japan; it didn't matter whethér I
was dealing with a coolie or a ban-
ker or hotel manager. They did
not have a special rate for the
Americans as they do in Europe.
If I was looking for some place in
the city someone would stop and
ask if they could assist me.

“One day I mentioned the fact to
a banker friend of mine and he told
me that our government had loan-
ed Japan $20,000,000, and the Japa~
nese government had in turn loaned
it to the merchants to tide them
over during a financial crisis and
had explained to the merchants that
the money came from America and
whenever they met an American
they were to show their apprecia-
tion by giving the best possible
treatment.

LOYAL TO EMPEROR

“The people have a great respect
for their Emperor and his will is
law. While in Japan in November
last I was informed by a large silk
manufacturer that there were at
that time 800,000 girls working in
the silk mills without wages.

“The Emperor had informed them
that silk was the only product they
had that would bring in outside
money but the price was so low

the manufacturers could not pro-
duce it and the only alternative
was for the girls to work for their
food and lodging, which they really
did, and in motoring the entire
length of Japan I did not meet a
single beggar. A country as well
governed as this will never make &
bad debtor.
NO EYES TO JUDGE

“Americans who have not visited
Japan have formed a very wrong
impression of the Japanese, having
come in contact mostly with the
coolie or laboring class, which is the
same as judging the Mexican peo-
ple by the peons.

“I was somewhat embarrassed in
Japan upon being asked my opinion
of the exclusion act and was very
much surprised when I was inform-
ed that they did not hold it against
us. Explaining to me that from per-
sonal observation they were satis-
fied a large majority of Americans
had not the opportunity to meet
representative Japanese people.

ASKS FOR CRITICISM

“Whenever you meet representa-
tive Japanese in Japan they invite
criticism. At a dinner given me in
the Mint in Osaka they insisted
that I mention something for the

WIFE PLAN HOP ACROSS

PACIFIC TO JAPAN, CHINA

| First Spanner of Atlantic Ocean Announces
‘Pleasure Jaunt’ Attempt to
Link U. S., Nippon

¢ BY UNITED PRESS

WASHINGTON, June 4.—Charles A. Lindbergh, who won fame four
years ago by making the first non-stop flight across the Atlantic, is ma-
king plans to fly across the Pacific with his wife and tour Japan and
China, it was learned today at the State department,

Lindbergh outlined his plans today to the State department, ex-
$plaining he would cross the Pacifis
by easy stages, avoiding a long
overwater flight.

His definite route has not been
worked out, but he is expectedt to
follow the northern route.

Lindbergh came here Wednesday
and discussed his flight plans at &
luncheon with Castle. He called
the under-secretary by phone from
New York early today and ampli-
fied the plans he had outlined
earlier,

The flyer asked Castle to make
known his plans.

PONTOONS ON PLANE

Lindbergh told Under Secretary
of State William R. Castle he ex-
pected to use the low-wing mono-
plane in which he established a
speed record across the United
States. It will be equipped with
pontoons.

Lindbergh emphasized his desire
to make the trip purely for pleas-
ure and said he would proceed cau-
tiously so as to avoid exposing Mrs.
Lindbergh to danger.

Charles Lindbergh junior will not

States within a month and to spend
about three weeks flying through
Japan and China.
