Announces Additional
Plans of Trans-
Pacific Hop

NEW YORK, June 6.—The stormy
weather of the North Pacific which
has spelled disaster for so many
flyers held no terrors for Colonel
Charles A. Lindbergh as he elab-
orated his plan for his flight to
Japan and the Orient this summer.
In spite of the fact that the weath-
er has proved to be the greatest
obstacle to attempted trans-Pacific
flights so far, Colonel Lindbergh
sald he had given no thought to
conferring with others regarding
weather and topographical condi-
tions, adding that the weather was
not likely to be a serious problem.
