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\ODAY'S cable brings the news
T that another military man has
been appointed governor-general of
Korea. We wonder why the Japa-
nese government still persists in the
unbroken tradition that the gover-
nors of her dependencies must al-
ways be a military or a naval of-
ficer.

We raise no question as to the|
wisdom of Gen. Ugaki's appoint- |
ment to the post. This distinguish- |
ed soldier and statesman has been |
chosen by the wisest counsels of the
empire, and is undoubtedly a good

choice. We do not question his abi- |

lity, which is such as to have made
him a talked-of-figure as a pos-
sible future prime minister. But
we do wonder why the governors
of Japan's overseas colonies have
always been limited to military men
by tradition.

The services of military men are
undoubtedly of utmost importance
and value to the empire. But their
work is to fight. The best fighter
s very rarely the best ruler of &
clivilian population. Of course mili-
tary men are schooled in problems
of colonial administration, but that
1s not their main work or interest.
Theirs is the profession of arms;
not of the courts,
hall, the council chamber. It Is
only an accident if a military man
happens to have as well the gift
of being an able ruler of alien peo-
ples.

cess as governors. Conciliation of
& sensitive, hurt people who, rightly
or mistakenly, feel that they have
been wronged can seldom be han-
dled with the necessary tact and
delicacy by men who have lived their
lives in the barracks amid the sound
of roaring guns.

It is indeed fortunate that Ja-
pan has had a colonial administra-
tor like the retiring Governor-Gen-
eral Saito, who rightly deserves to
be placed among the geniuses of
colonial government. Though a re-
tired naval officer, he showed him-
self to be a genius in government
when he took over the Korean ad-
ministration immediately following
the serious rebellion of 1919 and
$hrough sheer ability and person-
ality succeeded in restoring peace
and order in a way such to win even
the respect of the Koreans who dif-
fered with him politically. But it
1s too much to expect that the navy
or the army will continue to pro-
duce men like Admiral Saito with-
out end.

General Ugaki may prove to be
wnother Saito. But we wonder if
it is wise to limit by tradition the
office of governor to men whose
main interest and training are in
other lines. Should not the posi-
tion be open to the best qualified,
regardless of military connections?
And most of all, should not the po-
sition be open to those who have
made the problems of colonial ad-
ministration their life profession, ra-
ther than to men of arms who have
been reared on the smell of gun-
powder?

You've got a magnifying glass.
Suppose you go outside with it tak-
ing along a piece of paper. You've
got no match. How would you set
fire to the paper on a sunny day?
Easy isn't it? Just focus the sun’s
rays through the magnifying glass
and, presto! the paper burns.

Now take the rays of your brain.
The moment you concentrate,~not
on a plece of paper—but on a task,
or a problem, or a question, con-
centration melts away the difficul-
tles in a brief length of time. It is
our magnifying glass,—our intensi-
fier, that helps us in getting every
bit of ability out of our brain. The

result is quick action. In other
words it is the short cut to Effici-
ency. And the more efficient we |
get, the more time we save; and the |
more time we save, we have that |
much more time to concentrate on
other problems and accomplishing
a great deal more necessary work
toward our goal.

How can we acquire concentra-
tion? In the first place have every |
one of us the ability to concentrate?

‘The biggest part of concentration
is attention. We must pay atten-
tion to concentrate.
