Such a rosy picture, so different
from conditions on the Pacific coast,
can but arouse envy and longing
in the hearts of the Japanese here.

UT the welcome words of the
B former governor need to be tak-
en with a grain of salt. Raclal rela-
tions in Hawail undoubtedly are in-
comparably better than they are on
the mainland. But that is not to
say that conditions are entirely
ideal. Why 5 it that in the Ha-
wailan islands, the handful of whites
have practically a complete mono-
poly of ownership of all the great
plantations, that practically all of
the technical experts on the plan-
tations such as chemists and en-
gineers are whites, that practically
all the foremen are whites, and that
Japanese, even of the sencx)d gen-
eration, are found on the planta-
tions only In the capacity of field
workers? And why is it that in Ro-

‘Their flight from Seattle to Nome
was made without trouble, over re-
glons mostly free from storms. The
monoplane roared along without a
miss, bucking into headwinds and
through one light storm in the west-
ern part of the Yukon. It covered
the distance to Fairbanks in 17 hours
356 minutes, arriving over that town
at 9:33 Pacific standard time.

Its approach was heralded from
McCarthy, 90 miles to the southeast
of Fairbanks, and while planes
soared away to meet the Tokyo fly-
ers the refueling ship was taken
into the air, after its motors were
warmed up. It was circling low,
walting, when the Fort Worth ar-
rived.:
