year, will be reprieved tomorrow,
Governor Rolph stated today.
He was to have been executed
at San Quentin on Friday, July
17,

Rolph ,however, said that he
contemplated no action to save
Charles Simpson from the gal-
lows.

Apparently resigned to the
might power of Fate, Unokichi
Tanaka, 28-year old killer of the
Mexican merchant Mada, is
spending his last six days on earth
quietly reading verses in the Bible
