soluble. When he resigned from the
South Manchuria Railway he had
left a plant already established for
an initial yearly production of 76~
000 tons of shale oil from the Fu-
shun coal mines. If this experiment
proves a success the enterprise will
eventually be so extended as to do
away with all oil importations now
amounting to 1,700,000 tons a year.
Moreover, the lowest stratum of the
Fushun coal mines consists of a cer-
tain kind of coal which can be con-
verted into liquid coal at small cost.
In addition Mr. Yamamoto assures
us that before long the process of
hydrogenation will be so improved
that any kind of coal mined from
the practically inexhaustile Fushun
mines can be utilized for that pur-
pose.

As a matter of fact, these im=~
migrants have been pouring into
Manchuria by the million during
the last several years solely because
Japan has maintained there peace
and created prosperity such as is
found in no other parts of China.
