WITNESSES
TESTIFY IN
TAX TRIAL

Extortion Case Opens
With Accusations
By Attorney

The trial of Charles W. Johnson,
the blackmailing federal tax collec-
tor accused of mulcting thousands
of dollars under false pretenses from
Japanese fishermen in Monterey,
opened in earnest Wednesday morn-
ing in the U. S. District court in
San Francisco.

NEW JURY

Assistant U. S. District Attorney
J. M. Pickham opened the session
by explaining the nature of the
crime to the new jury sworn in
Tuesday. Johnson is accused of have
ing extorted $4000 from eight Mon-
terey Japanese fishermen, of which
$1521 were legitimate taxes which
he turned over to the government
while the remainder, he pocketed
himself. He is also accused of hav-
ing illegally locked up the boats of
two fishermen who refused to yield
to his threats. He also collected $500
each from several Japanese who
could not produce satisfactory pass-
ports ,threatening to deport them if
they did not pay him, it is alleged.

Bennett Shehan, assistant inter-
nal revenue agent, testified thas
Johnson had no authority to take
tax collection in cash and that he
had no warrant to lock up any
boat. Moreover, as a tax collector,
he had no right to infringe upon
the jurisdiction of the immigra-
tion authorities in making inquiries
regarding passports.

WITNESS TAKES STAND

Of the thirteen Japanese residents
of Monterey who came to testify as
witnesses during the trial, only one
was called upon Wednesday morn-
ing. T. Sumi, representative of the
Monterey Abalone association, des-
cribed how he was called to the
San Carlos hotel by Johnson early
in June 1929 together with Ozaki
and Takigawa, and was threatened
with a fine of $10,000 in addition
to having his boat locked up if they
did not meet his demands for money.

The trial was resumed in the af-
ternoon, and is to continue for seve
eral days.
