disdainfully dismissed the American-
born Japanese with: “Why, I can
speak far better Japanese than
most of those Japanese on our cam-
pus!”

‘This chap did speak remarkably
good Japanese for an American,—
far better Japanese than most of
the second generation people we
know. But we noticed that he still
spoke better English than he did
Japanese. Why is it that Ja-

panese born and raised in
America speak English better than

good Japanese, still speak English

better than they do Japanese? We've
always been told by Americans that
the Japanese were the unassimila-
ble people who never adopted for-
elgn ways, who by their very raclal
make-up were inherently incapable
of being forever anything but a Ja-
panese.

OF FIGHTS

Filipino Gangs Riot
Over Maid in Santa
Barbara

SANTA BARBARA, July 24—Ku-
ni Osumi, a 19 year old Japanese
girl, was the innocent cause of a
serious riot here between the Fili-

pino bus boys of the Biltmore hotel
and those of the St. Francis hos-
pital. Two days of rioting, starting
Sunday, has resulted in the jailing
of three of the Filipino rioters and
the confinement in the hospital of
two who were serfously injured.
START OF FIGHT

The fight started, according to
the police, when a bus boy from the
hospital succeeded in distracting the
attention of the girl, who was pass-
ing on the street with her sister
Haruko, in front of a Japanese pool
hall at Anacapa and Canon Perdido
streets. The bus boys of the Biltmore
hotel, with whom the girl had been
talking, resented the action, and a
general fight started. Joe Labora,
the hospital bus boy, was struck on
the head with an iron pipe. He is
still in the hospital.

Ramifications of the quarrel be-
came serious the next night when
a dozen or more of the Filipinos
met in the downtown section and
started another free-for-all fight.
Clubs, rocks, and iron pipes flew
thick and fast, and it took the police
nearly half an hour to break up the
battle royal. Another victim of an
iron pipe was taken to the hospital.

RIOT CALL

Shortly before midnight, the police
were again called to the Japanese
pool hall to break up the two gangs
which were assembling for another
battle. Three carloads of police an-
swered the riot call and dispersed
the crowd before the fight got under
way.

The next day, members of the
gangs were rounded up by the police,
and three of the leaders were held
to face charges of assault.
